METHODS

METHODS

·Teams of survey interviewers canvassed each 
location on January 25 from 4:30-8:30 p.m. and 
surveyed and counted all persons in the area who 
identified themselves as homeless. 

·One team went to Timmons Ministries from 11:00 
a.m. until 1:00 p.m. on January 25 to interview the 
homeless who frequent this establishment for 
lunch.
